Number of species: 69
· First viewpoint: barn swallows in good numbers, common merganser, male and female smew, great egrets flying by, bluethroat hidden in the reed.

· Second point, field: little ringed plover, white wagtails, many waterpipits, many songthrush on field and an occasional redwing. Kingfisher perched close by on reed, greenfinch and dunnock singing. Hide: near the path a singing bluethroat, also willow tits in hide quick view on male ruddy duck. Many cormorants breeding. Good view of flying greater black backed gull.
· Third point: gulls; black headed, mew, lesser black backed, herring and greater black backed. Reedbunting and bearded tits only heard.
· Forth point: red fox, big group of barnacle geese, pintails and singing tjiftjaf and willow warblers, a female red crested pochard in little pond.
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
