Highlights of the day:
· “Jan van den Boschpad”; elevated look-out in the most southern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: hawfinch flew by on our way to the elevated look-out. Several great spotted woodpeckers and song thrushes on the cycle path. In the reed two warblers, reed warbler and sedge warbler more near the forest a singing marsh warbler. From the elevating much mud exposed and several species of waders observed; ruff (>25), common redshank, common greenshank, 1 spotted redshank, avocets and two green sandpipers. Other birds here; common teal, blackheaded gulls, little ringed plover, ringed plover, lapwing and some Eurasian curlew flew overhead. A nice male bluethroat was singing behind us in the reed, seen nicely several times. Also reed bunting and spoonbills flying overhead. A juvenile goshawk flew by in the distance and a far white tailed eagle was discovered perched in a tree. One of the best sightings here was a cuckoo with a big hairy caterpillar in its beak. 
Many great egrets and 1 bar headed goose among the grey lags.
· “Kleine praambult”, elevated look-out in the north-eastern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Over looking huge area of wet grassland. Species seen here: red fox, three juveniles playing with some remaining prey. Several avocets and northern shovelers.  
· Near Lelystad several nest of the white storks in a power cable tower.

· In Haarlem on the high television tower a peregrine falcon was discovered while two spoonbills were flying overhead.  
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
