Highlights of the day:

· “Trekvogel veldje”; small wet/grassy area with scrubs. Species seen here:
Willow Warblers, Chiffchaffs and Blackcaps everywhere and close by. In the field a Redshank.

· “Trekvogel” observation hide; overlooking the large cormorant colony of the Lepelaarsplassen. Species seen here: Great close by views of a North-american visitor: a Ring-billed Duck. On our way to the shelter a glimpse of a Bluethroat.
· “de Grauwe Gans” observation hide: the first Sedge Warbler of the season. We heared two times a Savi’s Warbler.

· “Krakeend route”, walk to observation hide overlooking shallow waters and grassland. Species seen here: Good views of a Bluethroat.
· “Praamweg”, road through wet grassland area with Konik horses. Species seen here: A herd of around 50 Konik horses. In between the horses several Yellow wagtails. A male Stonechat was singing.
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
