Highlights of the day:
· “Jan van den Boschpad”; elevated look-out in the most southern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: nice view on several avocets, ringed plover, common greenshank, common redshank, 3 species of swallow, many greylag goose and barnacle goose, many great egrets, some spoonbills, great spotted woodpecker, golden oriole in the popular forest saw it briefly a couple of times birds were very nervous. 
· Parking lot along the “Oostvaardersdijk”; viewpoint over looking the Lepelaarsplassen. Species seen here: Heard a savi’s warbler singing, bluethroat and bearded tits were flying over the reeds but drop down when landing, strong wind made it difficult to see little warblers.
· “Trekvogel veldje”; small wet/grassy area with scrubs. Species seen here: little egret, great egret and spoonbill all in the same scope view, three spotted redshanks in breeding plumage, 1 wood sandpiper, some common greenshanks, and a beautiful male whinchat on the grass, common swifts flying overhead.
· “Trekvogel” observation hide; over looking the large cormorant colony of the Lepelaarsplassen. Species seen here: A kingfisher was flying by, many ducks, along the cyclepath common whitethroat, nightingale, sedge warbler, reed warbler, goldfinch and green finch. During lunch a white tailed eagle came soaring overhead.
· “Zeearend”, walk to the observation hide through the forest. Species seen here: glimpse of the bluethroat and views of the cuckoo
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
