Highlights of the day:
· “Trekvogel veldje”; small wet/grassy area with scrubs. Species seen here: good selection of warblers dunnock, common snipe, willow warbler, tjiftjaf, greenfinch and barn swallow
· “Jan van den Boschpad”; elevated look-out in the most southern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: Big group of avocets (>25) in the second lake many dunlins and some ruff. Pintails were foraging in the shallow waters with their tail towards the sky. More in the front there were shovlers, black tailed godwits, common teals and many greylag geese with young. Hunting peregrine falcon flew over second lake and swooped around over our heads. Right in front of us a bluethroat was singing his song and a grasshopper warbler was heard. Great white egrets were flying around and a sky lark was singing his song. A few little ringed plover were nesting on the manmade islands. Many dead deer in the fields.
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
