Highlights of the day:
· Visitors center “De Oostvaarder”; building providing panoramic views over a couple of manmade islands in this Southern part of the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: Good views and very close views of both Fieldfare and Redwing.
· Parking lot along the “Oostvaardersdijk”; viewpoint over looking the Lepelaarsplassen. Species seen here: Little Grebe, Tufted Duck and Common Pochard. Good view of a Great Spotted Woodpecker. Good views of Common Gull, Herring Gull and Black-headed Gull to see the differences.

· Elevated look out ‘Kotterbos:  hike to a look-out during snowy weather. Blue, Great and Willow Tit. Goldcrest heard, but not seen. On the look-out two White-tailed Eagles on their nest, but far away and not countable. Large flocks of White-fronted and Greylag Geese. One single group of Barnacle Geese. On our way back a mystery bird was calling, probably a Bullfinch.
