Total species seen: 63,   3 (h)=only heard,  66 in total.
Highlights of the day:

Due to overcast weather with a moderate wind S to SW, 3 Beaufort, few song birds were seen outside of the vegetation. We heard quite some warblers in the reedbeds, but saw none for periods long enough to identify them visually. Reed bunting seemed to be the only one brave enough to sit in the top of reed stems. A fair number of Spoonbills over the day. 
· Oostvaardersdijk (southern part, two stops), first of many groups of Great Crested Grebes, numbering sometimes to over 40 in a group. These birds apparently missed out on the breeding season. Stork before we even reached the polders.

· Trekvogelveld (lunch, including delicious fruitcake) Great egret, Egyptian Goose with young, three species of Swallow/Martin. The area has dried up over the last two weeks, negatively affecting the number of waders. Greenfinch, Linnet and Goldfinch present in small numbers.

· Lepelaarsplassen Pair of Great Crested Grebe taking possession of a nest, getting into conflict with a Coot and its young. Grebe vs. Coot 1:0. Pair of Little Grebe swimming close to the hide. Staying in view while diving, and often calling. 

· Oostvaardersdijk. (northern part) Reasonable numbers of Common Tern and Black headed Gull. Long lines of Cormorants flying along and across the dike.

· Kleine and Grote Praambult (Two elevated areas near railway line, offering views into the vast open stretches on the Eastern part of Oostvaardersplassen) Spotted Redshank in summer plumage, fox at both places. Many Deer, Konik horses and Heck cattle. Avocet and Wigeon in shallow lake visible from Kleine Praambult.
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
