Highlights of the morning:
· “Jan van den Boschpad”; elevated look-out in the most southern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen.  Good sightings here of black-tailed godwits and common redshanks. At least three marsh harriers were patrolling above the reed. A spoonbill and three common cuckoos where flying over.
· Parking lot along the “Oostvaardersdijk”; viewpoint over looking the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: Great views of common terns, and stock pigeon resting on the rocks.
· “Zeearend”, walk to the forest. Species seen here: great spotted woodpeckers everywhere. A nice view of a goldfinch. At the hide three spoonbills very closeby and one little ringed plover showing his eyering. Species of the day was seen on our way back to the car: a beautiful spotted flycatcher.
· “Kleine praambult”, elevated look-out in the north-eastern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Over looking huge area of wet grassland. Species seen here: Hunderds of black tailed godwits and northern shoveler  gattered in shallow lakes. 500 or 600 konik horses give us a nice view. 
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
