1th stop, jan van de bosch pad: A good start with two Mistle Trush on the bikeroad. Several Marsh Harriers where patrolling above the area. Very good views of a whinchat and three wheatears. Far away a black tern. 

2th stop, Lepelaarsplassen: singing sedgewarblers closeby. Richard had a good view of two Bluethroats. Two or Three Savi’s Warblers were singing in the reed. A Spoonbill was flying over and another Black Tern. Hundreds of migrating Meadow Pipits where flying over in groups.

3th stop: trekvogelveldje: good views of reed bunting, a male Linnet and lonely common redshank.

4th stop: carstop close to the Markermeer gives us Oystercatcher, common gull, stock pigeons 

5th stop, shelter Grauwe Gans:, quit here, but good views of nesting cormorants and a group of about 20 Goldeneyes.

6th stop, visitor centre Oostvaardersplassen,  Mike spotted a Lesser Whitethroat, in the same tree we found a white headed long-tailed tit. 
7th stop, bridge harderwijk, Far away we discovered a mixed group of flying black terns, common terns and little gulls.

8th stop, Harderbroek, Many waders here, common greenshanks, ruff, black tailed godwits. Also a very late Smew and Gargany were found here. Richard discovered a Wood sandpiper.

9th stop bridge Elburg, very good views of Black Terns and Common Tern and our first lesser black-backed gull of the day. On our way back nesting White Storks close to Lelystad.
10th stop Praamweg: two White Storks. We heard a singing Skylark when getting out of the car, but we did not manage to see it. Also some Canada goose over here.

11th stop Kleine Praambult: Great view of about 40 little gulls, a male marsh harrier and a male hen harrier.

Far away Taco discovered a spotted redshank. Also more Black Terns. 

12th stop Grote Praambult: Just when thinking of going back to home a male Goshawk was passing. 

13th stop  At the end of a long day of birding we had a last stop in Huizen and managed to finally discover a pair of Red Crested Pochards.
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
