Highlights of the day:
· “Jan van den Boschpad”; elevated look-out in the most southern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: many spoonbills around, good view of a cuckoo perched and eating a big caterpillar, one bar headed goose among the greylag goose, avocets foraging in the water, along with teals and a small group of ruff landed males in that group had very nice plumage eartufts and a collar of feathers. Common redshank, lapwing, shelduck.
· “Trekvogel veldje”; small wet/grassy area with scrubs. Species seen here: very nice, four cuckoos were flying around chasing each other, heard calls of both the male and the female. Many songbirds here, willow warbler, tjiftjaf, greenfinch, linnet, goldfinch, dunnock, garden warbler. Along the cycle path good views of the marsh warbler and the sedge warbler.
“Trekvogel” observation hide; over looking the large cormorant colony of the Lepelaarsplassen. Species seen here: A mute swan couple with young very close to the hide, pochards and tufted ducks swimming around. Two wigeons out on the lake. Great white egrets flying around and many cormorants and grey herons.

· “Kleine praambult”, elevated look-out in the north-eastern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Over looking huge area of wet grassland. Species seen here: Nice view of the red foxes with their young, group of barnacle geese and four hobby’s came flying by.
· “Grote praambult”, elevated look-out in north-eastern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Over looking some forest, ponds and a huge area of wet grassland. Species seen here: Big group of Heck cattle and many starlings
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
