Remarks about the tour:
· Jan van de Boschpad (viewpoint from hill): Huge flock (>200) of little gulls with tens of black terns. Sedge warblers common in the red beds. Many blackcaps in tree line. A goshawk perched in a dead tree far away. One spoonbill flying overhead. Many avocets foraging in front of the viewpoint. Three temminck’s stint foraging in a mouse-like manner with low picking frequency. Also three common sandpipers foraging along the shore. Countless barnacle geese on the meadows. Marsh harrier hunting above the reed. Several great egrets flying by.

· Viewpoint along the dike: Savi’s warbler singing (snoring sound) many swallows (barn and bank) and several common swifts. Good views of greenfinch and linnet in the reed. One common tern perched on pole.
· Meadow with some pools: Many warblers like, greenfinch, dunnock, song thrush and linnet. 
· Harderbroek (marshland area outside Oostvaardersplassen): Several garganey, little ringed plover, spotted redshank and common redshank. Many common greenshanks, wood sandpipers and ruff.

· Walk to hide through the forest: Great view of the great spotted woodpecker and short toed treecreeper. On small pool a little grebe. Willow tits and blackcaps. New species from the hide, was northern pintail. On the way back, singing common whitethroat, willow tits and long tailed tits. Special was the bluethroat perched on the fence (we thought we were going to miss that one!). Singing grasshopper warbler (snoring but more like an insect) and 4 doe red deer very close by.
