Highlights of the day:
· “Jan van den Boschpad”; elevated look-out in the most southern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: In far distance a Perigrine Falcon. Hunderds of Barnacle Geese and a very noisy Curlew was flying over our heads
· Parking lot along the “Oostvaardersdijk”; viewpoint over looking the Oostvaardersplassen. Species seen here: We enjoyed good views of some stock pigeon that were perched on the rocks. Large groups of migrating Redwings were seen all day long. A group of about 40 common snipes where resting near the waterfront.
· “Trekvogel veldje”; small wet/grassy area with scrubs. Species seen here: Some Greylag geese and Redwings on the fields
· “Trekvogel” observation hide; over looking the large cormorant colony of the Lepelaarsplassen. Species seen here: A great egret was showing himself right next to the hide. A couple of minutes later a Kingfisher landed on a branch just in front of the hide, and entertained us with a fishing show. A Reed bunting and a Wren where also very close to the Hide.
· “Zeearend”, observation hide “de kluut”. Species seen here: Common teal and Common snipes where resting at the island in front of the hide
· “Zeearend”, walk to the observation hide through the forest. Species seen here: Willow tits and every 100 meter another Robin. Also a lot of Great spotted woodpeckers.
· “Grote praambult”, elevated look-out in north-eastern part of the nature reserve the Oostvaardersplassen. Over looking some forest, ponds and a huge area of wet grassland. Species seen here:  
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
