Highlights of the day:
Oostvaardersplassen:

· Stop along the dyke: very good view of both savi’s warbler and grasshopper warbler, good comparison between both songs. 

· Little grassy field with scrubs: on the grass a little ringed plover and in the scrubs, dunnock, song thrush, greenfinch and Ictrine warbler. The last one was illusive and hard to get into view.

· Stop along the dyke, with the artificial dam: very good view of a family group bearded reedling (tits) perched high in the reed for a few moments.

· Parking lot with the hide close by: singing bluethroat just before the hide, from the hide a little ringed plover at a short distance. During lunch, singing garden warblers, chaffinches and goldfinches.

· Look out on little hill: on the plains greylag goose, Canada goose, barnacle goose red fox and red deer and in the reed a singing marsh warbler and a common whitethroat in a small tree. When leaving the parking lot a hawfinch flew up from the road and sat down in a tree, good view.

Harderbroek wet grassland area: 

· Several common redshank, greenshanks and black tailed godwits. Several males garganey and two horned grebes in the back.

Veluwe:
· Hoog Buurlo: we did not manage to see the black woodpecker. On the trail we did see spotted flycatcher, mistle thrush and heard the song of the wood warbler. On the open area we saw some young of the stonechat and a tree pipit.
· Park De Hoge Veluwe: Entered the park by car and dropped Veronica at the museum. We took a bike and after a short while we heard the calling of a male black woodpecker, after some searching and stalking we got him in sight first only the head but later he showed his whole body, beautiful bird. High up in the tree tops we saw marsh tits, crested tits and goldcrest. Good view of a tree pipit perched high in a tree. Just along the cycle path we discovered a nest of the pied flycatcher we saw the male and the female. On the parking lot a raven flew over.

· Several rooks along the highway

· The harsh calls of the rose ringed parakeet in the city of Amsterdam
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
